NYOS JAZZ SUMMER SCHOOL

The NYOS Jazz Summer School incorporates NYJOS Access, the NYJOS Training Course and NYJOS.  The residential summer school will meet during July 
2011.  NYJOS will tour directly following on from the summer school.

In addition NYJOS will meet from 4-7 April 2011 for rehearsals and performances.  

NYJOS Access will meet for a weekend in November 2011.

AUDITION REQUIREMENTS
Applicants wishing to be considered for The National Youth Jazz Orchestra of Scotland should be able to improvise and have reached a technical standard 
equivalent to Grade VI – VIII Associated Board.  Promising players who have not reached this standard are strongly encouraged to apply, particularly those 
wishing to be considered for NYJOS Access.

Students with any level of jazz experience are welcome to apply for the NYJOS Training Course.

All applicants will be asked to perform two jazz standards for the audition. Each applicant will also be asked to sight read from a big band chart.  If an 
applicant wishes to be considered for the orchestra they must improvise during their audition.

course fees
Course fees will be charged to each student. Students are encouraged to apply to their local council and school or college for financial assistance.  For those 
invited to participate in NYJOS, applications can be made to the NYOS Jazz Bursary Fund, donated on behalf of the Mackintosh Foundation by Sir Cameron 
Mackintosh in memory of his father, trumpeter Ian ‘Spike’ Mackintosh.
